“All happy families are alike; each unhappy family is unhappy in its own
way”.
- Leo Tolstoy, Anna Karenina

We can’t know for sure what Tolstoy meant, but as some of the most famous
opening lines in literary history, these words provoke serious reflection. We
do know that for a family to thrive, several things must be true of that
family. There must be a shared belief system. There must be stability of
several kinds: emotional, financial, and relational. The parents must have a
strong marriage. Above all, there must also be a commitment to put the
family first, above all other things.

Every Thanksgiving our thoughts turn to family. We long to enjoy our family, or to make our
family stronger. Another quote comes to mind from the Godfather movie, in which the Don tells
his son, “A man who doesn’t spend time with his family can never be a real man.” In the Bible of
Israel, a man was not allowed to serve the nation in
any way for 1 year after his marriage. “If a man has recently married, he must not be sent to war or
have any other duty laid on him. For one year he is to be free to stay at home and bring happiness
to the wife he has married.” - Deuteronomy 24:5. All the happily married couples I know who
have made 40 years or more, show the same commitment to put their marriage first. I am sure we
can all think of several couples in this congregation who have set an example like this.

Our society sends mixed messages. On the one hand, there are commendable movements to
require maternity and paternity leave. Family leave policies are totally in harmony with Biblical
teaching. I knew a man in my last church who worked as a high level executive in an elite publicly
traded corporation. At one point he supervised over 100 employees. He pressured them, though
couldn’t require them, to take their vacation every year. He thought the ones who didn’t take it
were fools, and also saw that they generally performed worse than those who did. These are good
signs. On the other hand, we seem to admire and idolize business leaders who work obsessively,
putting their family on the back burner for profit. I do not admire that behavior, and the Bible
leads me to believe that God does not admire it either. In fact, such behavior could be considered a
sin. Those who are forced to work this way can’t be blamed, and deserve compassion. Those who
freely choose it, or those who impose it on others, that is another matter.

Scripture predicted that when Jesus came, “And he (God) will turn the hearts of fathers to
their children and the hearts of children to their fathers, lest I come and strike the land with a
decree of utter destruction.” -Malachi 4:6
Of course this applies to mothers and daughters equally. The solidarity of the family is God’s will
for all Christians. Finally, we have the ultimate reality, the Trinity. Father, Son, and Holy Spirit,
bound in perfect unity. This is the reality that every family points to, and the perfect love every
Christian longs to share.

But our families are never perfect. And family life is rarely easy. There is grace for every
failure. And God promises to help us heal our family relationships if we humbly turn to Him. Many
families face struggles, so this November I pray for all the families in this congregation to receive
God’s grace, to experience peace, and to move our families towards the love shared by the Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit.
